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fighters armed with smaller weapons
would seem quite disproportionate.
Our stated intention to kill as many
members of Al Qaeda as possible
might be condemned, by our own
Department of State, as “excessive”
and “contributing to the cycle of
violence.” But U.S. actions are never
presented that way, because every-
one acknowledges that we have the
perfect right to defend ourselves
against those who have done us
grave harm. Nor are we asked to sit
by and wait for our enemies to do
us even more catastrophic damage
if they get the chance.

But when it comes to the Israeli/
Palestinian conflict, the context is
removed. Bleeding Israel is daily ex-
horted to stop contributing to the cycle
of violence. Her teenagers are blown
to bits at discotheques. Her babies
are approached outside a synagogue
by a suicide bomber who waits until
he is next to the strollers before blow-
ing himself apart. Her adolescent
boys who wander off in the desert
and get lost are torn to pieces. And
all of this is applauded and celebrat-
ed by Yasser Arafat and most of the
Arab governments in the region.

Some Arabs (those among the minor-
ity who acknowledge that Arabs are

responsible) condemned the bomb-
ing of the World Trade Center.

— The PLO was not formed in order
to secure a Palestinian state on the

West Bank and Gaza. It was created in
1964, when both territories were under
Arab sovereignty. Jordan and Egypt

did not create a state for the Pales-

tinians because they preferred to keep
the refugees angry and homeless.

— It is not “Palestinian land.” There
has never been an independent Pal-
estinian state on the land between
the Mediterranean and the Jordan
River. The area — which always con-
tained Arabs and Jews — was under
Ottoman control for several hundred
years until World War I, then British
control under the League of Nations
Mandate and finally under United
Nations control.

The United Nations approved a par-
tition plan in 1947 that would have
created two states, one Jewish and
one Arab. The Jews accepted this
arrangement. The Arabs refused. Five
Arab armies invaded the new state of
Israel. In the ensuing war, thousands
of refugees fled. Jews fled Arab nations
for Israel, and Arabs fled Israel for
Jordan, Egypt and Lebanon. The Jew-
ish refugees became full citizens of
Israel. The Palestinian refugees be-
came pawns. Israel came into pos-
session of the West Bank and Gaza
only because she was attacked again
by five Arab armies in 1967.

— If the Palestinians are fighting for
a state on the West Bank and Gaza,

filling the entire territory that is now
Israel? Why do they marinate their
people in Hitlerian anti-Semitism and
anti-Americanism? Further, why —
when Ehud Barak offered just such a
state, or 95 percent of it — did Arafat
walk away and start this latest round
of violence? Palestinian spokesmen
say it wasn't everything they wanted.
But if they truly want a separate state
on so-called “occupied territory,” why
did Barak’s offer not form the basis
for further talks?

— The Palestinians are said to be
chafing under the “occupation.” But
in obedience to the Oslo process,
Israel has given administrative auth-
ority over 98 percent of the Palestin-
ians in the disputed territories to
Arafat. Israel has further permitted
the Palestinian Authority to arm
40,000 “police.”

Similarly, the region
of Siberia is a region not a state. Or

the Sahara is a region not a state, etc.
Neither is Palestine a state. It never
was a country, just a region.

Saudi Arabia’s religious police are reported to have forced
schoolgirls back into a blazing building because they were
not wearing Islamic headscarves and black robes.

Saudi newspapers said scuffles broke out between fire-
men and members of the Commission for the Promotion
of Virtue and Prevention of Vice who tried to keep the
girls inside a burning school in Mecca.

Fifteen girls were killed as they stampeded to escape from
the blazing building in the Muslim holy city. Saudi media
and families of the victims have been angry over the deaths
of the girls in the fire that gutted the school.The resulting
public criticism of the religious police, or mutaween, is
highly unusual.

The English-language Saudi Gazette, in a front-page re-
port yesterday quoted witnesses as saying that members
of the religious police stopped men who tried to help
the girls escape from the building, saying: “It is sinful to
approach them.”

A civil defence officer told an Arabic-language newspaper,
al-Eqtisadiah, that he saw three members of the religious
police “beating young girls to prevent them from leaving

the school because they were not wearing the abaya.” He

added: “We told them that the situation was very critical
and did not allow for such behaviour. But they shouted

at us and refused to move away from the gates.”

The father of one of the dead girls alleged that the school
watchman refused to open the gate to let the girls out.

“Lives could have been saved had they not been stopped
by members of the Commission for Promotion of Virtue
and Prevention of Vice,” the Saudi Gazette said.

The much-feared mutaween roam the streets of the con-
servative kingdom wielding sticks to enforce dress codes
and sex segregation and to ensure that Islamic prayers
are performed on time.

Those who refuse to obey the orders of the religious
police are usually beaten and sometimes jailed. =

Anti-Missionary Law Voted Down

By a vote of seven to five, the Knesset Law Committee
rejected the so-called “anti-missionary” bill proposed by
ultra-Orthodox parliamentarian Moshe Gafni.

The Passover massacre at the Park Hotel in Netanya

which killed at least 21 and wounded more than 130
will undoubtedly provide one more nail in the coffin
of Yasser Arafat and the PLO. Targeting unarmed civil-
ians — women, children, grandmothers, etc. — on a
religious holy day demonstrates the unfettered cow-
ardice of Israel’s neighbors.

The Arabs living in Syria or Jordan, etc., are also the same
Arabs, but they are each a separate nation because they

each have a separate country. The so-called Palestinians
want a separate country because they claim to be a sep-
arate nation. They are not. They were never a separate
people before the new state of Israel. How did they become
one now?

Because of these lies, the so-called Palestinians feel justi-
fied in sending suicide bombers to kill women, children,
babies, old men, old women and noncombatant citizens.

2) Israel did not go to war against a Palestinian state and
occupy its land. Rather, Israel was attacked by six Arab
countries at once. She defended herself, defeated her
attackers, and won the so-called territories, not from the
Palestinians, but from Jordan and Egypt.

3) Jerusalem was never the capital of any state but Israel.
It was certainly never the capital of a country that never

existed. Why should the Palestinians get any part of it?
Because they want it? Because they have terrorists?

4) Jerusalem, under the current Israeli control, is a free
and open city. Israel, as a democracy, guarantees free-
dom of religion within its borders. Contrast this fact with
areas that have come under Palestinian occupation. What
percentage of Christians have left in recent years because
they cannot stand the harassment and persecution?

5) Most Arabs living in Palestine today are not indigenous
to the region. It was not until after the Jews had changed
deserts and swamps into a productive and thriving land
that the Arabs started migrating there. Arafat himself was

born and raised in Cairo, Egypt. Did you know that?

The belief that giving the Palestinians a state will bring
peace is a delusion. The truth is that they want it all. The
short-term goal is a state consisting of the West Bank and
Gaza. The long-term goal is a state which includes all of
“historical Palestine,” including Jordan.

How do | know this?

The late Faisal Husseini, Arafat’s Jerusalem representa-
tive, a man who was cultured, sophisticated and consid-
ered the most moderate of all the Palestinians, shortly
before his death on May 31, 2001, expressed his true feel-
ings in an interview with the popular Egyptian newspaper
el Arav. Husseini said: “We must distinguish the strategies
and long-term goals from the political-phased goals which
we are compelled to accept due to international pressures.”

He also differ-
entiated between “strategic,” long-term,
“higher” goals, and “political” short-term
goals dependent on “the current interna-
tional establishment, balance of power” etc.

A Word About p—
Bible Translations -

In previous issues we discussed the importance of hav-
ing several Bible translations available to assist you in
Bible study. Because most of us do not read fluently
from the original Hebrew and Greek texts of the Script-
ures, we must rely upon translations in English. Thus,
having two or three good English Bibles in front of us
can give a greater sense of the nuance or color of the
words translated into English. But care must be taken
when choosing good translations.

This year Zondervan Publishing is introducing a new
Bible, The New International Version (TNIV). It is touted
by the company to be easier to read and accurate, but
on closer examination is found to be merely a politically-
correct version of the God’s Word. In fact, this new ver-
sion is now the subject of great debate among Bible
scholars and Christian leaders, as it was in 1997.

Five years ago, Zondervan, in cooperation with IBS

(International Bible Society), tried to revise the current
NIV translation to make it gender-neutral. In other words,
the original words of the Bible were changed so that

instead of reading “he” you would read “they”; instead
of reading “men,” you would read “people.” Many con-
servative Bible scholars believe this to be the result of

the rising influence of the feminist agenda in the Church.
Here is just one of many examples of how this change
affects even the fact that Jesus is a man (I Timothy 3:5):

“For there is one God and one mediator between God
and men, the man Christ Jesus...” (the original NIV)

“For there is one God and one mediator between God
and human beings, Christ Jesus, himself human...”
(the new TNIV)

When Zondervan proposed these changes in 1997 there
was such an outcry from pastors and scholars that the
publisher aborted its plans for the revision and signed
an agreement in Colorado Springs that it would not
change the NIV Bible in this manner. Now, five years
later, Zondervan has withdrawn their agreement and is
pushing ahead with the new “translation.”

Christian leaders again are making their voices heard on
the issue, but it is unlikely Zondervan will listen this time.
The Southern Baptist denomination has issued a state-
ment indicating they may discontinue use of even the
original NIV in churches. | stated previously that among
translations like the KJV and the NASB, one can make use
of the NIV in personal Bible study. However, | won't be
purchasing a TNIV when it’s released in April and | don't
recommend it for accurate study of the Scriptures. And
I doubt I’'ll be buying anymore Zondervan books in the
future. m

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Hebraic Insi g ht Aword variously translated as “mercy,” “lovingkindess,” “steadfast love,” “com-
passion,” and even “goodness” is the Hebrew word chesed (the LXX usually uses
eleos “mercy,” and the Latin uses misericordia). Chesed is one of the thirteen
attributes of God that the Jewish sages derived from the study of God's revelation to Moses (see Exodus 34:6-7). In this verse,
we are told that by putting the chesed of God “before our eyes” — that is, by choosing to believe in the lovingkindness of
God toward us through a heart of faith — we are enabled to walk in God's sure truth: for indeed the Lord God our Savior
is the Source and Fulfillment of all real and abiding love. As the apostle John wrote, “Beloved, let us love one another: for
love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God. He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God
is love.” (1 John 4:7-8) Yes, thank God for the chesed He has so freely demonstrated to us in our Lord Jesus the Messiah!

Churches Beware: Your
Recent Moody Graduate

May Be ain L Part 2

Last month we examined the deliberate changes made in
Moody Bible Institute’s doctrinal statement which have dras-
tic implications upon its faculty, students, and ulti-
mately upon well-meaning churches that wish to have
a Moody graduate as their pastor. The new statement,
crafted in large part by the school’s new provost, Dr. Charles
Dyer, is what | would call “prophetically neutral” due
to the fact that it has eliminated the need to believe in
the doctrines upon which the school was founded. Let’s
take a look at Moody’s new statement of faith.

The 2001-2002 Moody Catalog has the following state-
ment concerning requirements for students:

However, the school also recognizes that its spe-
cific theological positions do not define ortho-
doxy for the whole body of Christ. For this reason,
Moody Bible Insti-tute accepts students from other
theological traditions within conservative evangeli-
calism. However, to be ad-mitted and to graduate
students must personally adhere to and support the
following doctrinal positions:

« The inspiration, authority and inerrancy of Scripture,

e The Trinity,

« The full deity and fully humanity of Christ,

« The creation of the human race in the image of God,

* The spiritual lostness of the human race,

 The substitutionary atonement and bodily resur-
rection of Christ,

« Salvation by grace through faith alone in Christ
alone,

« The physical and imminent return of Christ, and

» The eternal reward of the righteous and the eter-
nal judgment of the lost.

This is certainly orthodox and sounds good, at first, but
is really quite vague on prophecy. It does not spell out
the pre-Tribulation Rapture of the Church or anything
about the Lord establishing His Kingdom on the earth
for the Millennium. In the hands of clever scholars, these
words can be used to support the pre-, mid- or post-
Tribulation Rapture viewpoints, and even the pre-, post-

or a-Millennial interpretation of the Second Coming of

Christ. Such a change allows many more people to attend
the school and swell the student ranks — but at the cost of
the school’s losing some of its great doctrinal distinctives.

Thus, a student or graduate of Moody can hold almost
any prophetic view and be in good standing at the school.
This is why we say to the churches that just because pas-
toral candidates have recently graduated from Moody
does not necessarily mean that they are sound on Bible
prophecy. A-Millennialists, for instance, do not believe
in the Rapture of the Church, the national restoration of
Israel, or in a Millennial kingdom ruled by Christ Himself.
To find out the candidate’s convictions, the search com-
mittee should ask him to clarify his views on these impor-
tant subjects. If he is evasive or unclear, this should be a
warning to the church. The congregation may want an
a-Millennialist for a pastor, but they need to know in
advance what they are getting.

Sad to say, this is the situation in many of the formerly
strong Dispensational schools. There are still some good
schools and seminaries left, but you need to evaluate
them carefully, and be very specific in your inquiries of
those schools you attend or support. You might ask them
two very specific questions:

Do you believe in the pre-Tribulation Rapture of the
Church?

Do you believe that the current nation of Israel is the ful-
fillment of the early stages of the “dry bones” prophecy
of Ezekiel, and that the beginning of the restoration of
Israel is necessary for the fulfillment of the Tribulation,
Second Coming and Millennial Bible prophecies?

How they respond to these questions will give you a
clear understanding of how they stand on these crucial
issues of Bible prophecy today. =

Unhelpful Amnesia

The war on terrorism is suddenly going terribly wrong.
Suicide bombers serving Yasser Arafat, the world’s senior
and most successful terrorist, have caused U.S. policy in
the Middle East to buckle and become more accommo-
dating. So more than six months into the war on terror,
terror is more vindicated as a tactic than ever before.

Whether or not Vice President Cheney dashes back to
the Middle East to parlay with Arafat, President Bush’s
policy has become incoherent. This damage was done
by saying the vice presidential dash would be made if
Arafat would recite (in Arabic; we are quite stern) a per-
functory lie scripted by the United States — yet another
reiteration of his vow to abandon violence, which is the
vocabulary of his life.

The president professes himself “disappointed” by Arafat.
But what are the presidential expectations for Arafat?

It has been 37 years since his Fatah launched its first
attack on Israel, which then (as when attempts were made
to crush Israel in 1948, 1956 and in 1967) was within the
1967 borders that amnesiacs believe are the key to appeas-
ing Arafat. Amnesiacs evidently believe that he wants
only to be prime minister of a placid little Arab democ-
racy, the only democracy in the Arab world, a sort of
Middle Eastern Belgium. Amnesiacs evidently believe he
can be mollified by removing Jewish settlements from
the West Bank. His undisguised and unambiguous goal
is to remove Jewish — what? “settlers”? — from Tel Aviv.

Amnesiacs should read the opening paragraphs of Mich-
ael Oren's forthcoming (in June) book, “Six Days of War:
June 1967 and the Making of the Modern Middle East”:

“Nighttime, December 31, 1964 — A squad of Palestinian
guerrillas crosses from Lebanon into northern Israel.
Armed with Soviet-made explosives, their uniforms sup-
plied by the Syrians, they advance toward their target: a
pump for conveying Galilee water to the Negev desert.

A modest objective, seemingly, yet the Palestinians’ pur-
pose is immense.... Their action, they hope, will provoke
an Israeli retaliation...igniting an all-Arab offensive to
destroy the Zionist state.” The explosives failed to deto-
nate, but “the leader of al-Fatah, a 35-year-old former

engineer from Gaza named Yasser Arafat, issues a victori-
ous communique extolling ‘the duty of Jihad (holy war).””

Arafat, writes Oren, had to have “a singularly limber

imagination” to think that a small act of sabotage could
trigger a war leading to the destruction of Israel. But give
the devil his due: Arafat has been clear-sighted about

the willful amnesia of the world’s capitals, including
Washington.

Not three months have passed since Israel captured, and
Arafat lied to the president about, the ship bearing 50 tons
of arms from Iran, a member of the “axis of evil,” to Arafat.
And yet today U.S. policymakers, with their singularly
limber imaginations, imagine that it is important to coax
from Arafat yet another disavowal of violence.

On “Meet the Press” on Sunday, Cheney was asked why
there are suicide bombers. He replied, “I’'m not sure I'm
smart enough to understand it” but cited “the depth of

feeling and emotion on the Palestinian side.”

Does Cheney think suicide bombing could have some-
thing to do with virulent and incessant anti-Israel and
anti-Semitic propaganda? Another broken Arafat promise
is that the Palestinian Authority will stop this. Suicide
bombers live in a social atmosphere heavily dosed with
denial of the Holocaust, incitements to genocide, loath-
some anti-Semitic libels (e.g., that Jews leaven pastry
with the blood of non-Jewish adolescents), exhortations
to the holy duty of destroying “the Zionist entity.” Could
the vice president not have leavened his musings with
the thought that no grievance is fit for redress by shred-
ding Jewish children with nail bombs?

The president says regimes that harbor terrorists are as
culpable as the terrorists themselves. Yet although Israel
has acted against the Palestinian Authority regime, the
source of daily terrorism, less aggressively than America
has acted against the Afghanistan regime that was comp-
licit in one day of terrorism, the president has said Israel’s
self-defense is “not helpful.”

Not helpful to what? To the Zinni mission for “bridging
proposals” to reach the Tenet process for resuscitating
the Mitchell plan for “confidence-building measures™?
The Weekly Standard magazine recently concocted this
parody of the president talking about “confidence-
building” measures:

“Say Arafat sends a suicide bomber to blow up a pizze-
ria on Monday, and then a disco on Tuesday, but then
on Wednesday he doesn’t send anybody. That’s a confi-
dence-building measure!”

That parody is not easily distinguishable from U.S.
policy. =

Dobson relates this analogy given by Dr. Francis Schaeffer,
the great Christian theologian and philosopher of the
20th century:

Suppose you were walking down the right side of a street
and coming down the other side of the street is a very cute
little 6-year-old girl, and she’s skipping along and she’s
alone and it's nighttime. And just as you got parallel to
her, a big man, a six-foot man, jumped out of the bushes
and grabbed her and began assaulting her and abusing
her.What is your obligation to that child? Do you have
any responsibility?

I submit that you do. You should cross that street and put
your life at risk, if necessary, to save that little girl. That
would be your moral responsibility. That is what we were
doing in World War 1. We were trying to save the little
girls, the Jews, the Gypsies, the Poles, the others, and to
rescue those who were living in tyranny.

I have this same responsibility to set the record straight. And
so do you. God has given us a platform to come along-
side the Chosen People and remind all who will listen,
“The Bible says....” Pray for us as we labor to combat the
growing attacks against the Jewish people, as well as the
growing complacency among Christian individuals, pators,
and seminaries who feel, “That’s political. It's not my call-
ing.” God’s Chosen People are being assaulted and abused
by the Palestinians, by the Islamic world, by the weak-mind-
ed European political elite, by oil-supported Western media,
and even at times by our own government, which still
dutifully bows down in the throne room of the Saudi
royal family to maintain an uninterrupted flow of oil.

Or, more likely, he and the boy staged the
entire scene. But images like this are what the
media thrive on to incite readers, even without
words, against Israel.
